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Questions I get asked are:-

“Do I really need to use an autoresponder?”

“Is it difficult to use an autoresponder?”

Technology

Like with most technical things you do need to use it a few times to really feel comfortable with it. But in today’s world of technology it is very important to automate as much of your business as possible.

Build Lists

One of the big advantages of an autoresponder is that it will capture contact details of those visitors to your site. This happens via an ‘Opt In’ box. But to get people prepared to leave their details, they need to be offered something of value and free. This free product should be relevant to the niche market you are targeting.

Promote

An autoresponder also allows you to send regular information of value and to promote product and to ‘up sell’.  

AWeber is a very solid autoresponder that is used by most of the top marketers around the world. You pay an initial payment of $US1.00  to trial it and then it costs $US19.00 per month for up to 500 clients.

Notification

You are notified each time someone opts in to your list, while the person who leaves their details receives an email asking do they really want to receive the information. If they do, there is a link they have to click on. This is called a ‘double opt in’ and is a safeguard against spam.

HTML or Plain Text

You need to put messages into notepad first and then cut and paste them into either a html box or a plain text box (depending on how you want it seen). You can also add attachments e.g. PDF flyers etc.
Immediate Message

Your first message goes immediately and follow in messages go at a pre set time that you specify.

Blast

If you want to send a special message or a simple newsletter, then you can send a ‘blast’ (there are no follow up messages used then).
